A fantastic start to 2023 for Ireland class! This has been a fun filled term of experimenting, building, reading,
mark making and role playing for Ireland class. The students have thoroughly enjoyed our theme of

communication and language, gross and fine motor skills, building friendships and sharing attention with
others.

Ireland class engaged with a range of activities inspired by our stories. This term we read 'Ten little dinosaurs,'
'How to wash a woolly mammoth,' 'Cave Baby,' 'Harry and the bucket full of dinosaurs' and '‘Dear Dinosaur.'
We had a giant visitor from the past in the form of our woolly mammoth. The students loved using him in their
role play activities and when following their step by step guide to give him a bath.

Through a range of multi-sensory activities, the students became scientists, explorers and archaeologists.
They particularly enjoyed using a rage of tools and techniques to free the dinosaurs trapped in ice eggs.
Ireland class developed language and understanding around the passing of time, they used language such as
'yesterday, at the weekend, a long time ago.' The students continued to share weekend pictures and news
helping to embed this 6 p a s eft nh geenbept.

I t 6s har dhattwe ardadrdady ewerehalfway through the school year and what a busy time it
has been for Italy class! The students have put in a tremendous effort, and we are immensely proud
of all that they have accomplished in just six weeks.

Italy Class has focused on developing their communication skills through a variety of activities.
They have worked together to solve problems and supported one another in turn-taking games.

One of the main areas of focus this term was the environment. The students learned about
recycling, including what it is and its impact on the planet, as well as the various types of waste and
recycling practices in different households. They also delved into the biology of humans, labelling
various body parts after drawing around each other. Lastly, Italy Class learned about plants and
animals, labelling different parts and gaining a deeper understanding of the different types of plants
and animals, including those that thrive in marshlands versus those that can survive in hot deserts.
Italy class have planted our own beans and are hoping that they grow over the spring break.

During this term Food technology has been a highlight for Italy Class, as they have been
developing their independence in the kitchen. They learned about the components of a healthy
breakfast, everyone enjoyed making sausage sandwiches. Their culinary skills, such as cutting,
whisking, and washing up, were on full display during the Chinese New Year celebrations, where
they served up delicious egg, pea and corn fried rice and steamed prawns.

Thursday afternoons are always a favourite for Italy Class, as they participate in outdoor school.
They have learned about staying warm during colder and extreme weather. They have thoroughly
enjoyed the wintery weather, building snowmen, sledding and having a snowball fight were some of
our favourite sessions, you can see photos on the evidence for learning App.

In art this term, Italy Class learned about Giuseppe Arcimboldi, who was famous for creating art
using fresh fruit, vegetables, and other items he could find. They used their knowledge of 2D and
3D shapes to create their own works of art, including faces, animals, and have even built
birdhouses that have been placed in the school forest.

This term, Italy Class has also been introduced to some new and exciting physical activities. Under
the guidance of Mr. Paul, the students have been learning the basics of Judo, a Japanese martial
art that focuses on throws, pins, and grappling techniques. Mr. Paul has been teaching the students
various techniques and skills that help improve their balance, coordination, and overall physical
fitness. The students have been thoroughly enjoying their Judo lessons and are looking forward to
developing their skills further in the future.

In addition to Judo, the students have also been learning about Yoga and mindfulness with Miss
Katie. Yoga is a physical and mental practice that originated in ancient India, and Miss Katie has
been teaching the students various poses and breathing techniques to help improve their flexibility,
strength, and overall well-being. Along with Yoga, Miss Katie has also been teaching the students
about mindfulness, which is the practice of being fully present and aware in the moment. The
students have been loving their Yoga and mindfulness sessions, and they are beginning to develop
a greater appreciation for the importance of physical and mental health.

Along with all the other subjects, the students in Italy Class have also been busy exploring the world
of music. Under the guidance of Mr. Chris, they had the opportunity to listen to Chris play the
euphonium and learn about the different sounds and styles of music. Chris brought his wealth of
musical knowledge to the classroom, and they cannot wait to see him in Term four.

Finally, the term ended with a focus on Valentine's Day and kindness. The students created
Valentine's Day-themed cards and food for their loved ones, and had the opportunity to work on
their communication skills as they discussed what it means to be kind and have a good friend. In
art, they learned about primary and secondary colours, as well as what happens when different
colours are mixed, to decorate their kindness potions and cards.

Portugal Class

What a fantastic term Portugal Class have had! We have explored a lot of different topics in the
curriculum this term, enjoyed a range of awareness days, sensory activities and Life Skill activities.

In English, we have explored different types of instructions, how to follow them and how to write and

make them. We looked at visual and written instructions, recipes and even wrote our own morning

routines of how we get ready for school. The students really enjoyed sensory and play-based
activities to explore this topic as they engaged |
carousel of activities for some lessons. Portugal Class are very excited for our weekly News lessons

and love sharing what they did on the weekend, and have worked collectively to ask different

guestions to students when they share their news.

In Maths this term, the students worked really hard and learned all about time to the hour, half past
the hour and began exploring quarter to and quarter past the hour using an analogue clock. As well
as focusing on Addition and Subtraction where they practiced and consolidated their learning with
number bonds to 10 and 20, engaged well using different pictorial and hands-on activities using
tens frames and games to recognise and write number statements using Mathematical symbols (+, -
and =).

Portugal Class have loved Science this term as we explored different habitats from around the world
and identified all the living things that live in them. A sensory approach using a number of trays with
resources to represent the surroundings was appreciated by all students for this topic, and they
learned all about what makes habitats different and what the living things (animals and plants) need
in them to survive.

Our topic for PE this term was Gymnastics and we used a range of equipment to demonstrate core
strength, balance and sequences. Portugal Class were amazing at showing us their skills and
